• The 8 Millennium Development Goals set out a 
mutual commitment between developed and 
developing countries to make sustained progress 
towards achieving this vision

• Specifically, the MDGs are a global compact between 
developing and developed countries and they have 
become the fulcrum on which the international 
community engage around

• 18% to Health
• 15% to Education

• 9% to agriculture

What Has been achieved so far 
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• Free maternal and child care for 700,000 pregnant women 
and under -5 children in Sokoto, Gombe, Niger, Oyo, Bayelsa
and Imo state

• 62 million doses of vaccines for routine immunization and 
6.7 million doses of anti malarias

• Rehabilitation of TB and Leprosy centres  in Orji river, NTBL 
zaria and sokoto

• 45,000 teachers recruited and deployed nationwide through 
the FTS

• 157,500 primary school teachers received in0-service 
training

ICTs and the MDGs

facilities and delivery
• High maternal mortality rates and deaths of children under 
ς5, prevalence of diseases, malaria, TB, polio, HIV/AIDS 
etc.

• High unemployment and progressively lesser opportunities 
for youth and first time job seekers

• Poor infrastructure that should buttress efforts to achieve 
the mdgs; roads, power, water supply, sanitation etc.

• Poor human development  capacity to deliver service and 
limited absorptive capacity of key govt. agencies
